- Is spoken by 90 million people 

in Vietnam and approximately 

2.5 million overseas Vietnamese 

in 79 countries, including the 

United States, France, Canada,

Australia, Germany, and Russia, 

etc.  

- Tonal language in which 

changes of the pitch level can 

cause the change in meaning. 

- The modern Vietnamese 

writing system is based on 

Roman script.  

- Vietnamese has three main 

dialects: northern, central and 

southern. The dialectal 

differences concern both the 

vocabulary and the phonetic 

system. However, Vietnamese 

everywhere understand each 

other despite the dialectal 

differences.  

- Vietnamese language has a

standard pronunciation which is 

taught in primary schools all over 

the country. The purpose of 

teaching standard pronunciation 

for elementary students is 

helping students with spelling 

and writing properly. 

- None of the dialects in 

Vietnam follow fully that 

standard pronunciation. The 

Hanoi dialect represents the 

phonetic system of the language 

more fairly than other dialects. 

The next most significant dialect 

is spoken in Saigon (Ho Chi Minh 

city).  

- There are three types of words 

in Vietnamese: simple, 

reduplicative, and compound. In 

addition, Vietnamese has 

borrowed vocabulary from other 

languages, including Chinese, 

French, and English.
